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 JADAVPUR UNIVERSITY ALUMNI EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT TRUST 

Many former students of the NCE Bengal and Jadavpur University, who reside in India and abroad, 
have expressed their desire to make financial and other contributions towards education and other 
related developmental activities of Jadavpur University. But due to some legal formalities, the 
University is not in a position to receive such donations directly. 

Pursuant to such desire, Jadavpur University approached the Alumni Association for the purpose of 
creation of a trust in order to accept funds and movable or immovable properties to be contributed or 
donated by its former students and well-wishers to which the Alumni Association has agreed and to 
the effect an MOU has been entered between Alumni Association and Jadavpur University on 28th 
March, 2009.  

In pursuance of the MOU as aforesaid the Trust is hereby created under specific terms and condition 
mentioned in the deed and the said Trust shall be known and called “Jadavpur University Alumni 
Education Development Trust”  

The main objectives and purposes of the Trust are the following:    

1. To accept funds, equipments, books, furniture and fixtures, immovable properties contributed or 
donated by the alumni of NCE Bengal and Jadavpur University and their associates in India and 
abroad solely for the purpose of educational and other related development of Jadavpur University 
on such terms and conditions as will be agreed upon such donors and the Trust.  

2. The Trust will forward such funds, equipments, books etc to Jadavpur University indicating the 
objects and purposes of the contribution or donation.  

3. Jadavpur University may take up projects funded by the donors and the projects may be executed 
or implemented in any of its campuses, hostels and any other premises owned by or to be owned 
by it, as will be agreed upon by and between the donors and the Trust.  

4. The Alumni Association shall use an amount, decided by the Trustees from time to time, from the 
Trust for administrative and operating cost of the Trust.  

Besides the above, the objects that have been mentioned in the deed will be displayed very shortly in 
our website: hqalumniju.org.in.  

To operate the Trust, a board of Trustees has also been formed with the members of Jadavpur 
University and representatives of the Alumni Association with the Vice-Chancellor of Jadavpur 
University as the Chairman 
 
ASSISTANCE TO STUDENTS OF JADAVPUR UNIVERSITY  

Alumni Association is giving financial assistance to a number of students of Jadavpur University who 
need it and which enables them to pursue their studies. This programme was started in early Nineties 
in a small way. During the last few years this programme has seen remarkable growth. During 1991-92 
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an amount of Rs.2,000 was disbursed due to tireless efforts of few alumni and generous contributions 
by alumni, branches/chapters, trusts and other individuals. In the year 2000-01 the amount disbursed 
as assistance to students was Rs.67,500 which has grown to Rs.4,39,000 in 2009 and is expected to be 
Rs.6,00,000 in 2010. Still there is a big gap between our requirement and our ability. No student of 
Jadavpur University will have to discontinue his/her study due to financial problem. The helping hand 
of Alumni Association should make this possible – that is our goal.
